Independent testing shows Bonagrip anti-slip treatment wipes floor with current acid-etching cleaners
CERAM, the highly-regarded, global expert in materials testing, analysis and consultancy, has concluded that Bonagrip, the leading edge anti-slip treatment from Bonasystems, generates a slip resistant surface with longer term durability than conventional acid-etching treatments – an old technology used in most other competitor products.
The study compared the effects of a typical acid-etching product to the water-based Bonagrip on ceramic tiles and, according to Dr Alan Brown, CERAM’s Director of Development, the results demonstrated a marked difference in microtopography, directly linked to product performance characteristics including ease of cleaning. Dr Brown said:
“The microtopography created by the acid-etching product featured sharp needle-like pinnacles with deep valleys which we would expect to result in greater retention of contamination and water and will inevitably lead to greater difficulty in cleaning. The clear benefit from the Bonagrip product was that, post-treatment, the surface was more undulating and uniform which will produce a slip-resistant surface with longer term durability and cleanability.”
